Social:

a) Must be an extremely social dog

b) Good with children and grandparents

c) Good in the car and the house and they understand the kennel and crate

Defending: 
a) Dog must defend himself and his handler actively.
b) Dogs bite has to be full and hard.
c) Dog must not to groan during biting work (shows nervousness).        
d) Dog must bite sleeve, hidden sleeve, ring bite suit, leg sleeve.
e) Dog must not to be scared about noise (gunfire, whip, etc).
f) Dog must hold the suspect indoor, outdoor, and in car also
g) Dog must not be afraid of the stick.

Obedience: 
a) heel, sit, down, on leash and come when called from a distance.

Health status:
a) X rays - better than "a fast normal"
b) Elbows, eyes, heart, lungs must be 100% healthy status
c) Health status is confirmed by veterinary doctor.
